East End Art Guild Financial Aid Fund
The East End Art Guild established this Financial Aid Fund as a way to assist promising art students who may need financial help to develop their artistic pursuits.
I. Scholarship Fund
The money may be used for any structured art program in certified schools, colleges and universities in Puerto Rico to be evaluated by the East End Art Guild three-member Scholarship Review Committee and workshops sponsored by the EEAG to be evaluated by the EEAG Art Guild Scholarship Review Committee.
The amount of the scholarship money available will vary depending on the student's needs and the availability of EEAG funds, not to exceed a predetermined amount per class, or per semester to be decided on by the Committee.
ELEGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS:

A.  For First Applications
1. Applicants must be a bona fide resident of Puerto Rico.
2. Applicants must be in, or have finished, high school; and have a
serious intent to pursue an art career to become a professional artist.
3. Applicants must also provide evidence to the Committee of any
situation that would merit that he/she be the one student selected per
semester to receive a scholarship
4. Having met the first three requirements, applicants must then submit a portfolio of at least 20 images of his/her work to the East End Art Guild's Scholarship Review Committee, along with this completed application. Images could include sketches or work in progress as well as finished art, to be submitted on a digital disc. Information to be provided with the images must include the size, medium, and date of completion.
5. Applicants must submit two fully completed Recommendation Forms
from a non-relative. -
6. If accepted for consideration, this same committee will then interview
the applicant and make its decision, which will be informed to the
East End Art Guild Board of Directors.
7. When awarded a scholarship, the applicant will then be required to
introduce him or herself to the EEAG membership during a monthly
meeting and show at least three of his/her paintings, sculpture, or art
works that qualified her/him for our scholarship.
8. During the class or semester, the recipient of the scholarship must
attend at least one Membership monthly meeting to show his/her progress and prove to the membership that the funds are well spent. Should the Committee consider that he/she should appear one more time, he/she may be asked to do so and bring more art work for show and tell and membership cognizance of his/her seriousness in pursuing art as a career.     
B. For Re- Application

9. They must include with the application their grades and a certification from the school that he/she was in the top 20% of the class in addition to the previous eight requirements.
Guild Scholarship Applications will be accepted for review on a semester basis. Accepted students may reapply each semester if he or she still needs the financial aid.
Scholarship reviews will take place twice a year, in January and in June. Completed applications must be submitted to the committee no later than by the 15th of the previous month.
